Service Reliability

e With COVID-19 cases on the rise, service reliability may
temporarily decrease in the weeks ahead due to increasing
numbers of relief requests among WSF vessel crew.

e WSF will begin Trial Service on the Edmonds/Kingston route ANACORTES/
once COVID-19-related relief requests begin to decline and SIDNEY, B.C.
staffing increases to levels adequate to provide reliable service.
