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RCW 27.53 Archaeological Sites and Resources
Protection Act protects archaeological resources
from disturbance without a permit obtained from

DAHP, regardless of land ownership. This includes —

all precontact archaeological resources, and historic
sites eligible for listing on the National Register of
Historic Places.
