» Asthe datashows, crashes are less severe, in line with
Washington’s Target Zero goal to eliminate serious
injury and fatality crashes.

» When atwo-way stop-controlled intersection is
converted into a roundabout intersection, fatal crashes
can be reduced by as much as 82%.

» When asignalized intersection is converted into a
roundabout intersection, fatal crashes can be reduced
by up to 78%.
